Position Description:  Primary responsibility is in support of Drinking Water and Wastewater grant activities. The Engineering Services Specialist provides technical backstopping on drinking water treatment and distribution, wastewater collection and treatment, operations, and maintenance.  S/he has a major role in training curriculum development and modification related to all the above topics, working closely with engineering and training staff at the national office, and delivers trainings as needed at both the RCAP regional and national levels.  The Engineering Services Specialist assists with determining and meeting training and technical support needs throughout the network for RCAP staff and community members and utility personnel.  S/he may be called upon to serve as liaison to professional and non-profit organizations as appropriate, and on funding agencies’ topic-specific working groups.

Support to RCAP National Office and Regional Activities


Act as the lead civil engineering expert on matters relating to the delivery of services and training/educational materials to RCAP client communities.


Provide water and wastewater technical expertise to RCAP national and regional staff as needed, including reviews of materials and regulations developed by federal and state agencies, RCAP, and other related organizations.


Research funding opportunities and generate or contribute to funding proposals.


Manage/co-manage grant-funded projects as needed.

Submit abstracts and make presentations at national & international conferences.


Maintain and further develop collaborative relationships with other water/wastewater industry groups, rural community development organizations, and other entities that complement the work of RCAP, such as AWWA, WEF, ACWA and ASDWA.
